SUBMISSION CRITERIA 

 
 The Quincy Bicentennial Commission welcomes your submission of literature, 
photos, art or other original works to help celebrate the sesquicentennial of the Lincoln-
Douglas in Quincy in 2008 and the anniversary of President Lincoln’s 200th birthday in 
2009. 
 
 Here are the criteria for submission and acceptance: 
 

1. Work must be original. 
2. Sources must be cited. 
3. Footnotes should be used for such citations. 
4. Authors should use the Chicago/Turabian style for source citations and 

bibliography (http://www.wisc.edu/writing/Handbook/DocChicago.html) 
5. Literary submissions may be edited for clarity. 
6. The artist/author understands that by submitting his or her work, he or she is 

expressly granting permission to the Quincy Bicentennial Commission to use such 
work in the furtherance of its mission. 

7. The Quincy Bicentennial Commission does not warrant that work an artist/author 
submits will be used and reserves the right to reject any submission. 

8. The Quincy Bicentennial Commission may use submitted work without further 
notice to the artist/author or qualification in any manner. 

9. The Quincy Bicentennial Commission does not pay or reimburse artists/authors 
for submissions.   

10. Contests that may be sponsored by the Bicentennial Commission and in which 
prizes may be awarded will be so stated.   

11. The Quincy Bicentennial Commission assumes no responsibility for originality of 
any works or for failure of the artist/author to include proper credits and/or 
attribution. 

12. The artist/author remains responsible for any errors or omissions in any work he 
or she submits to the Quincy Bicentennial Commission.
